With the 9.0 Palette and the Enterprise ten needle machine, getting the job done
quickly and with more precision, will definitely be a crowd pleaser. The Palette
will be used to create the layout of the design while the Enterprise will be the
workhorse to carry out the embroidery portion of the job. The two work together
effortlessly until the final stitch is placed.

At the Computer:
1. With the USB reader and writer cable box attached to the computer, open the

program by clicking on the palette icon #% on the desktop.
2. Click on Cancel to close the dialog box.
3. To set up the workspace for the larger cap frame, click on Design Settings

"7 on the top toolbar and follow the next set of steps:
e Select the BNT machine symbol (as sh(‘)v&n‘below).

Design Settings
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e Under the Hoop Size setting, click on the down arrow and select the
360mm x 60mm Wide Cap Frame.
e Click on OK to place the hoop on the workspace to show the sewing
field.
4. The area that will be placed first will be the letter in the center. Follow the next
set of steps: -

e Click on the Text icon
e To size the letter, highlight the size and type in 45mm.
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e Click on the down arrow next to the fonts to select font number 052.
e Click on the color chip next to the stitch type and select the color red.
e Left click on the workspace to open the Text Attributes.
e Type in the letter “A” and Enter.

e Click on the Arrange tab. Click on the Align down arrow and select
Move to Center.

5. To place the baseballs on the left side of the letter, click on the Home tab and
follow the next set of steps:

Place the baseball to the bottom left of the letter “A” (as shown in the

following illustration).

e Right click on the baseball and click on Copy, right click and select
Paste.

e Move the duplicated baseball to the left of the first.

e Click on Paste.

e Move the third baseball to the left of the second baseball design. (Refer

to the illustration that follows for placement.)

6. To place the number 12 to the left side of the baseballs, click on the text icon
and follow the next set of steps:
e Click on the workspace to open the Text Attributes field.

Change the font size to 20mm.
Click on the color chip and change the color to black.
Type in “12” in the text field and Enter.
Move the number “12” to the left of the baseballs (as shown in the
following illustration).
e To select the baseballs and the number 12, left click and draw a box
around them.
e Click on the Arrange tab. Click on the down arrow in the Align field and
select the Vertical bottom option.
7. To create the lettering for the team name, follow the next set of steps:
Click on the Text icon.
Change the font size to 10mm.
Select font number 010.
Click on the color chip and select the color black.
Left click on the workspace.
Type in the words “St. LOUIS ALL STARS” and Enter.
Move the team name to the right of the letter “A”.
Select the one of the baseballs while holding down the Ctrl key and
select the team name.
e Click on the Arrange tab. Click on the down arrow in the Align field and
select the Vertical bottom option. (Refer to the following illustration for
the completed design that is ready to be embroidered).

Embroidery:
1. Following the Manufacturers’ directions attach the wide cap frame to the
machine.

2. Refer to the manual for setting up the cap bracket and for hooping the cap.

3. With the machine on, connect the USB end of the communication cable to the
computer and the other end to the Enterprise.

4. Going back to the Palette, send the design to the Enterprise, by clicking onthe

Sehnd
Send icon =  Click on Send to Your Machine through to the USB drive.

5. Retrieve the design in the machine. The design will position itself upside down
on the machine.

6. Once the cap frame has been placed on the machine, move the design
downward so that the design will embroider in the lowest position in the hoop
(close to the cap bill).

7. Thread the machine with the appropriate thread colors and embroider the
design.
